At this time, Yuma County Area Transit (YCAT) bus routes will continue to operate as
normally scheduled.

Somerton, Town of Wellton and the unincorporated Yuma County areas. YCAT services are
operated by First Transit, Inc of Cincinnati, Ohio under contract to YCIPTA, which ends on
June 30, 2014. YCIPTA owns all vehicles for fixed-route and demand-response service as
well as leases the East 14th Street and Atlantic Avenue maintenance facility.
